After persistent questioning, he was put in solitery confinement. One
year after his detention, he was sentenced 1o 21 years in prison through
an unfair and unjust trial in Branch 15 of the Revolutionary Court,
presided by Judge Salavati (famous for his hatred towards activists and conducting unfair trials)

The “*Revolutionary Court” has charged Mr. Amir Ghouli of “insulting the sanctity of Islam and
leaders,” because of what he wrote on Facebook and of “disturbing public order,” because he
participated in a rally supporting Kobani in Tehran, According (o the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights and its related covenants, all of what this political prisoner is accused of are parts
of freedom of thought, conscience, and expression. On Facebook. Mr. Amir Amir Gholi made
comments in accordance to his leflist views. His political activism was open and peaceful.
Therefore, this court order is against human rights.

Prison is not a Place for Children’s Rights Activists

Saeed Shirzad was a volunieer for the “Society for the
Protection of Children's Rights”, “Shush Children House", and the
“Center for Defense of Street Children énd Street Working Children™.

After 15 months of uncertainty in prisor, without a trial and without
access to a lawyer, he was tried and sentenced (o live yvears in prison.
